Gas systems and appliances must be in working order. All gas burners will be checked for correct operation and any open flued gas appliances (except fridges) such as gas water heaters will be subject to a flue spillage test to ensure that products of combustion are carried safely to outside the vessel, you must ensure that there is sufficient gas, water and electrical power to operate  appliances for at least five and possibly ten minutes full on.

Anything needing to be seen that requires the use of tools to remove panels, including appliance covers, to give access to flues, gas pipe joints, fuses, gas test point, etc. or unlocking of compartments for access, must be exposed ready for examination. Alternatively you may make a prior arrangement for me to carry out this preparation work before the Examination. If you are in doubt about what may need to be examined please ask and I will be happy to advise.

Examination fees: 
£150 for inboard engined boats, £10 deduction if no gas system
£140 for outboard engined boats, £10 deduction if no gas system
£120 for small outboard-powered cruisers with no gas or electrical systems.
Travelling: Up to 25 miles free then £0.60/mile

Charges allow for a reasonable time for the examination, poorly prepared boats or unusual systems may require extra time, this will be charged at £40/hr. 
Re-examinations: The re-examination fee, if required, is £40 in all cases for up to 1 hour on board. In some circumstances another full Examination may be required, see the BSS Re-Examination Policy details. 
Charges incorporate fees charged by the BSS and include the issue of all paperwork and, if appropriate, a BSS Certificate. Certificates are issued only after settlement of all fees in full.

† For residential boats, and other boats subject to the Gas Safety (Installation & Use) Regulations, unless a bubble tester is fitted within the gas locker, part of the Examination (the gas soundness test) must be carried out by a Gas Safe ( formerly CORGI) registered person, I can usually arrange this, if necessary, at an additional fee.
